WHEREAS, by that certain instrument entitled “Restrictions Westchester, Section
Two” recorded in the Deed Records of Harris County, Texas on July 16, 1968 under Clerk’s
File No. C742490, various covenants, conditions and restrictions were imposed on the
following real property:

All of Westchester, Section Two (2), a subdivision in Harris
County, Texas according to the map or plat thereof recorded in
Volume 148, Page 103, of the Map Records of Harris County,
Texas and amended by replat recorded in Volume 154, Page 93, of
the Map Records of Harris County, Texas.

and,

WHEREAS, the Restrictions for Westchester, Sections One (1) and Two (2), were
amended and restated, in their entirety, by that certain instrument entitled “Declaration of
Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for Westchester, Sections One (1) and Two (2)” (“the
Declaration”) recorded in the Official Public Records of Real Property of Harris County,
Texas on December 20, 1991 under Clerk’s File No. N459378; and

WHEREAS, the Declaration provides that its provisions may be amended at any time
by an instrument in writing signed by the then owners of a majority of the lots and duly
recorded in the Official Public Records of Real Property of Harris County, Texas; and

WHEREAS, the undersigned, being a majority of the lot owners in Westchester,
Sections One (1) and Two (2), desire to amend the Declaration;
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NOW, THEREFORE, the undersigned, being a majority of the lot owners in

Westchester, Sections One (1) and Two (2), hereby amend the Declaration as follows:

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Article I, Section 5, of the Declaration formerly read as follows:

SECTION 5. *“Common Area” shall mean all real property which
may be acquired by the Association for common use and enjoyment
of the Owners. '

Article I, Section 5, of the Declaration is amended to read as follows:

SECTION 5. “Common Area” shall mean all real property
now owned or hereafter acquired by the Association.

Section 6 is added to Article I of the Declaration to read as follows:

SECTION 6. *“Pool and Tennis Facility Users” shall mean
Owners who pay a user fee for the privilege of using the pool
and tennis courts.

Article III, Section 1(B), of the Declaration formerly read as follows:

SECTION 1. Owner's Easement of Enjovment. Should the
Association acquire Common Area, each Owner shall have a right
and easement of enjoyment in and to the Common Areas which
shall be appurtenant to and shall pass with the title to every Lot,
subject to the following provisions:

B) The right of the Association to suspend the right of the
Owner to use the facilities and Common Areas owned or operated
by the Association for any period during which any annual
maintenance charge against his or her Lot remains unpaid.

Article III, Section 1(B), of the Declaration is hereby amended to read as follows:

SECTION 1. Owner’s Easement of Enjoyment. Should the
Association acquire Common Area, each Owner shall have a

right and easement of enjoyment in and to the Common Areas
which shall be appurtenant to and shall pass with the title to
every Lot, subject to the following provisions:

B) The right of the Association to suspend the right of
an Owner to use the facilities and Common Area for any
period during which any annual maintenance charge against
his or her Lot or any pool or tennis facility user fee remains
unpaid.
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
