the annual meeting held on January 19 either in person or by proxy.  There were many 
topics to discuss in our efforts to help make Westchester the best place to live.  The 
evening began with a presentation of the colors by Cub Scout Pack 598.  The meeting 
was called to order and the 2010 WOC Board of Trustees was elected.  The list of 
members and their offices is listed in the box on the left hand side of this page.   

Among the many topics of conversation in the  meeting, security within our 
neighborhood produced highest level of participation among the attendees.  Carroll 
Satterfield continues to keep a close eye on the security issues in Westchester and 
works hand-in-hand with the Constable’s office.  Many of the security news and tips 
in the RAP each month are a result of the constant communication he keeps with law 
enforcement officials.  In fact, a representative from the Constable’s office, Sergeant 
Lebeaux reported that the overall crime rate within our community has been lower 
than that of years past.  He also stressed the importance of calling the Constable’s 
office when “something doesn’t seem right”.  He would rather send a unit to 
investigate the possibility of something being wrong in hopes of preventing a crime 
than hear about it after the crime has been committed. 

Also in attendance was recently elected District G City Councilman, Oliver 
Pennington.  He discussed the many capital improvements already on file with the city 
for this area such as the reconstruction of  Memorial Drive, Dairy Ashford and the 
streets within our subdivision.  Although exact start dates of those projects have not 
been determined, he is committed to keeping us informed.
