Approval of the ACC is required for any modifications lte external appearance of a lot or any structure on the lot
in Westchester. All property owners are responsible btaining the necessary ACC review and approvals to comply
with the terms of the deed restrictions.

The WOC's Board of Trustee’s and the Architectural @dr€ommittee (ACC) are charged with maintaining the
appearance of the neighborhood through the enforcement of elgedtions and ACC Guidelines in the subdivision.
This is necessary to promote continued value appreciafioar homes. The Guidelines have been designed to achieve
this express purpose within the framework of the deedatésis.
