Cornelius’ Timely Tip for July Gardeners

If you have lived through a summer in Texas, then you know how valuable wateuiddodscapes. It is our re-
sponsibility to conserve water yet keep our gardens thriving through thdflyear own a sprinkler system, each zone
should be programmed differently depending on the needs and you should always bpearatelly.

Established lawns should be watered once every five to seven day@m@pblgut one inch of water. This soaking
encourages deeper rooting which leads to stronger, healthier plants.

Shrubs and flowerbeds may require more watering depending on the age of theapdaial. A good test is to dig
down 4 to 6 inches and feel the soil. If the soil is dry, a good deep watering is in G ifPfull sun will require more
moisture as well as those growing in containers. Please remember, apyplaaidd tree or shrub requires hand watering
for that first year. The best time of day to water is early morning édfiertemperatures begin to rise. Also, early morn-
ings tends to be a time of lower winds and thus reduced evaporation.

Mulching is an excellent way to retain moisture. It will also insulatestfilesurface from the direct rays of the sun
and prevent weeds from germinating. Apply a two to three inch layer of muddlotxls and plantings.

Did You Know About ACC Guidelines For Driveways/Paking Pads?

Section 2.11 Additions to existing driveways will be approved by the ACC ohthey are determined by the ACC to
be in harmony with existing construction and landscaping. Drivevaad additional parking pads shall be constructed
of concrete, brick or pavers being built using steel reinforcemera sub base of sand. The surrounding pads should
match the concrete texture of the driveway. No driveway $&leatlonstructed closer than one foot from any one side or
rear property setback line.

Most vandalism to cars in our neighborhood happens to cars that ked parthe street so you are putting
your own property at greater risk as well when you park on the street.

The risks of parking on the street are elevated when paokirgreen Park or Pinesap because of the highler
traffic volumes on these streets. Parking on these stieatitdsbe avoided whenever possible with cars being
parked on the side streets instead.

Obviously parking on the street is necessary occasionallplbase be considerate of your neighbors and
their safety and avoid parking on the street whenever possible.
