It is a sad fact that tough economic times usually lead to an increase in the crime rate of a given area.  There have 
been a number of incidents that have been reported in and around the Westchester area.  As always, you should take the 
necessary precautions to reduce your chances of becoming a victim of crime.   

Here are few suggestions: 
1. Leave your outdoor lights on at night.  Criminals prefer dark areas where it is harder for them to be detected. 
2. Close your blinds at night.  Thieves like to know what is inside before breaking in. 
3. Keep your cars in your driveway.  A car parked on the street is a much easier target. 
4. Be aware of your surroundings.  Criminals can tell who is unaware and therefore an easier target. 
4. Lock your doors at night.  Many burglaries occur without ever having to break a window. 
5. Program the constable dispatch number into your cell phone.  This way is you are driving through the neighbor-

hood and see something that needs to be reported you have the number handy. 
6. Be on the look out for suspicious people walking around the neighborhood and report them to the constable.  It is 

much better to err on the side of caution. 
7. Get to know your neighbors.  The better you know your neighbors and there normal routines the better you will be 

at spotting suspicious activity. 

 

Crime Seems To Be Rising In The Area 

Cornelius’ Timely Tip for April Gardeners 
 
This month is a good time for planting ground covers either as a lawn or in other locations of your landscape. Now is 

the time for planting seed or sod for your lawn grasses.  Bermuda grass has the best traffic tolerance, and requires full sun 
to prosper.  It is very drought tolerant. St. Augustine grass has the most shade tolerance, but is the least drought tolerant 
and is most susceptible to diseases, insects and iron chlorosis.  

Other ground cover plants should be used where grass is difficult to grow or maintain. These can range from low 
growing evergreen shrubs, vines, grasses, perennials and even annual color. Groundcovers can provide solutions to a land-
scaping challenge or just add a bit of much needed texture and color. They help to define space and create various moods. 
Small leaved, smooth textured groundcovers used in broad curved plantings can convey a feeling of spaciousness. 
Whereas large leaved coarse textured groundcovers create a feeling of closeness.  

Selection of a suitable plant for ground cover depends on the area where it will be grown. Some ground cover plants 
prefer partial shade, others thrive in deep shade or full sun; a few grow well in either sun or shade. Some, however, prefer 
moist soil while others need dry or well-drained soil.
