WOC Seeks To Join City’s Prohibited  
Yard Parking Program 

 
At its July meeting, the Westchester Owners Committee Board of Trustees voted to 

submit an application to the Houston Planning and Development Department to estab-
lish a Prohibited Yard Parking Requirement Area (Section 28-303 of the Code of Or-
dinances) for the entire subdivision. 

The program helps protect underground infrastructure and keeps sidewalks and 
easements unobstructed by preventing vehicles from parking on unimproved front and 
side yards. 

Once established, violations in the Prohibited Yard Parking Requirement Area 
would be a misdemeanor, and violators could receive a fine up to $150 a day. 
Westchester’s application was submitted around Sept. 1. Upon acceptance (which re-
quires about one month), residents will have 20 days to submit written protests of the 
establishment of the Prohibited Yard Parking Requirement Area to the city Planning 
and Development Department’s Neighborhood Services Division. Notice of the pro-
test period will be made in the October RAP and/or online at 
www.westchesterhouston.org. Also, signs will be placed near neighborhood entry 
points during the protest period.  For more information, contact WOC Community 
Relations Chairperson Robin Foster at 281-759-7567 or robin_bird_egg@yahoo.com 
or the Houston Planning and Development Department at 713-837-7880.

Hurricane Preparedness

With the anniversary of Ike coming this month it is a good time to recollect on your lessons learned and to make sure 
you are prepared should another storm arrive this year.  Here is a list of things to remember: 
 
1. If you have more than one vehicle fill all of them up before the storm, and afterwards if the infrastructure is down 

drive only one at a time (if possible) to conserve the fuel that you have. 
2. If you choose to evacuate do so early and put your house on watch with the constable while you are gone. 
3. Make sure you have batteries for your flashlights, and propane or charcoal and matches as appropriate for your grill. 
4. Take our a reasonable amount of cash to last for a few days because credit cards may not work without electricity. 
5. Make sure your prescriptions are filled and you have first aid supplies on hand (BandAids, Peroxide, Neosporin, etc) 
6. Make sure you have plenty of extra diapers and baby food if you have infants. 
7. Charge up your cell phones and laptops as well as your kids handheld video games (to keep them occupied if power 

goes out). 
8. Pick up any items outside that may be blown about and could cause damage or injury in high winds and store them. 
9. After the storm avoid all unnecessary driving until you know the infrastructure situation. 
10. Do laundry before the storm hits.  If the power is out for several days this can become an issue. 
11. Make sure you have a weeks worth of non-perishable food, water, and pet food. 
12. If you use a generator make sure it is situated in a well ventilated area and not near open windows of your house as 

inhalation of the exhaust fumes can be fatal. 
13. If you use a nebulizer or other electric medical aids, consider getting an inverter that can be plugged into the car 

cigarette lighter for emergencies. 
14. Make your own or purchase ice ahead of time. 
15. Fill your bathtubs with water in the event that utilities are out after the storm. 
 
These are just a few suggestions.  Analyze your own needs and plan accordingly.  Be safe and stay vigilant!
